It is estimated that 300 million people worldwide play

The original ball used was made of celluloid and 1 İ 

inches wide.  In 2000, the world governing body 

changed the diameter to 1.57 inches and the modern 

ball includes a  percentage of plastic. In the 1950ôs, 

paddles covered with a rubber sheet were introduced to 

induce faster play with more spin.  The 11-point scoring 

system was adopted in 2001 with the server changing 

after every two serves.  When serving, the ball must not 

be hidden and actually tossed in the air a few inches. 

In championship match play, if the players have not 

scored 18 points in ten minutes each server thereafter is 

granted only one serve until the conclusion of a game 

and the server must win the point before his/her 

opponent makes 13 ñgoodò returns, or he loses the 

point.
